Transportation

Getting to Chicago

1. Airport

Two commercia airports serve Chicago: Midway and O'Hare. Midway is on the
southwest side of Chicago, about 20 or 30 minutes from the University of Chicago (see
Appendix 1). O'Hare, located in a northwest suburb of Chicago, is at least 45 minutes

from campus by car, depending on traffic (see Appendix 2).

Omega Airport Shuttle (http://www.omegashuttle.com/default.htm)

Provides airport transportation to and from U of Chicago. The ride to O’ Hare takes about
an hour. It runs every hour and 15 minutes from around 7 A.M. to 11:45 P.M. Cost: $19
(with student I1D). Inquire about Midway service.

Taxi

The two main cab companies in Chicago are Checker Cab and Yellow Cab, and you can
hire one just by calling T-A-X-1-C-A-B, or 312-829-4222. A taxi ride to or from O'Hare
Airport can range anywhere from $30 to $50 and a ride to or from Midway Airport can

cost as much as $20.

2. Train

Getting Around

1. Chicago Transit Authority (CTA, http://www.yourcta.com)

CTA #6 Jeffery Express is a quick, cheap way to get downtown. $1.50 one-way, and a
one-way ride takes approximately 30 minutes.

2. Metropolitan Rail (Metra, http://www.metrarail.com)

Metrais considered the fastest, safest, and most comfortable way to get to the downtown.
A ride from the campus to the Loop takes about 15 or 20 minutes. Fares are determined

by the areas of the route where you get on and off.
